Taylot wete affo:tded assistance from 
several individuals to assist in clea:n.ing the interior of the residence and repilling a roof that w-as leakin.g:tain W>l.tet into 
the reside.oce. Mt. arld Mts. Taylo1.: adamantly tejected a.ssistance, Mrs. Tnlor made the coIlltnent to a witness "We 
will live the way we waut to live". 

A check of the leside:o.ce revealed standing water in sevetal tooms with elettical cords laying in the water and plugged. 
into electrical oudets. There waS mold on the celings <IJ.1d walls in several rooms. The ceiling in two rooms was either 
fa.lling rrC5m me water or completely gone.

Theit failure to act in pwvidiog ptoper shelter and care, caused the living enmoillnent to become 
even worse to a point where a person could expect it to tesult in) serious physical, mental injury, o.t a $ubsontiw risk 
of death, to the four minot children (Ages of 7,4,4, md 3). .
